The Fifteenth Finance Commission (XV-FC) has made provision of funds under Recovery and
Reconstruction funding window hoth within the SDRF and NDRF to help people affected by disasters on
a long term bhasis, Keeping in view the provisions of the Disaster Management Act, 2005 and the
recommendations of XV-FC. Government of India has framed Guidelines for the Constitution and
Admumistration of Recovery and Reconstruction Funding Window under National Disaster Response Fund
(NDRF) and State Disaster Response Fund (SORF).

Guidelines on Constitution and Administration of Recovery and Reconstruction
Funding Window under National Disaster Response Fund (NDRF) and State Disaster

Response Fund (SDRF):

Introdluction:

1 The guidelines on Constitution and Administration of NDRF and SDRF were issued
by the Ministry of Home Affairs (MHA) vide OM No. 33-03/2021-NDM-! dated 12.01.2022,
The guidelines for NDRF and for SDRF were issued under Section 46(2] and Section 62
respectively of the Disaster Management (ON) Acl, 2005 The funds under NDRF are (o
supplement funds from SDRF of a State only for the purpose to facilitate expenditure in
case of calamities of a severe nature, However, these guidelines do not completely cover
funding for recovery and recenstructon aclivities to support Staies as these guidelines are
exclusively oriented towards response and relief and the support for recovery and
reconstruction is minimal

Recommendations of the 15th Finance Commission (XV-FC):

2 The 151 Finance Commission (XV-FC) in its report in Chapter-8 titled "Disaster
Risk Management” had considered the issue of recovery and reconstruction and had
observed in varicus paras of the Report as reproduced hereuncer:

ParaB.p4 Al present, there is no funding window for recovery and reconstruction 1o
support Stafes. State Governments, therefore, have to request the Union Government for
assistance However, the guidelines for the NDRF and SDRF are oviented towards
response and reliel, and support for recovery and reconstruction 1s minimal.

Para 865  When States are faced with disasters of rare seventy, most of them seek
foans from the Worid Bank, with the approval of the Union Gavernment However, access
fo such loans depends upon States' overall borrowings. Besides, States cannol approach
the Warld Bank every Ume they sufler damage and loss because of such disasters.

Para 8 66, In the past, the Planning Commission and Finance Comimission




have opined that resources lor recovery should be allocaled through desvelopmen!
assistance. In the case of disasters of rare seventy. the Union Government would provide
a part of resources needed for recovery and reconsiruction to States through additional
Central allocation, However, with the discontinuation of the distnction between Plan and
non-Pian expenditure. there is no such mechanism o support States at present.

Para 867  Recovery presenis an opportunity to get development activities off the
ground as governmentis and communities spend recovery assistance on rebuiding
infrastructure and houses, reviving livelihocds and improving civic services The present
near-tolal expenditure focus on response and refief does not leave any resources left for
recovery. Without recovery, development gels seriously affected, which deepens the
incidence of povery and backwardness. Many States in the northern and eastern parts of
the country experience flooding on recurren! basls and, withoul much recovery, these
States tend ta lag in development, which contributes significantly to regional imbalances.

Para 8 68. Based on a clear appreciation of the pressing needs to rebuild assets and
livelihcods, we have recommended setting up a Recovery and Reconstruction Facility,
both within the SDRF and NDRF, and suggested that 30percent of the resources avallable
with these wo funds be earmarked for this purpose. When the resources are used for
recovery and reconstruction, these would help people affected by disasters on a long-term
basis.

Para 8.69. Assistance for recovery and reconstruction needs to be detemmined on the
basis of an assessment of damage and loss. Governments do not pay for the entire
cost of recovery and reconstruction, and the assistance could be a percentage of
the total cost. Recovery and reconstruction Is generally a multl-year programme and
the assistance needs to be released annually against expenditures. Further,
assistance for recovery and reconstruction needs to be shared between the Union
and States. When we apply these filters -needs assessment, recovery assistance on a
partial basls, annual releases against expendrtures. and cost-sharing between the Union
and States - the cost of recovery and reconstruction can be easlly managed on a fiscally
sustainabie basis.

3 As per XV-FC recommendations assistance for recovery and reconstruction will
be determined on the basis of assessment ol damage & loss and assistance would be
released in annual installments against expenditures. Further, the assistance for recovery
and reconstruction will be shared beiween the Central and State Government as per
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provisions of XV-FC recommendations and NDRF & SDRF quidelines Issued in this regard
Central Government's assistance from NDRF would be a percentage of the total cost

4, Theeelore, in pursuance 1o the recommendalions of XV-FC, folloving guidetines as
hereunder are issued under Sections 46(2), 48(1)(a) and Section 62 ol the, Disaster
Management Act, 2005 for the operationalization of the Recovery and Reconstiuction [RE&R)
Funding Window under the Stale Disaster Response Fund (SDRF) and the Natlonal Disaster
Respeonse Fund (NDRF). These guidelines will be operative from the date of issuance up to
the award period |.e., up to tinanclal year 2025-26. However, Projects/activities for which
PDNA has already been conducted and PDNA reports have already been submtted to the
Ministry of Home Alfairs for considerationappraisal etc. or projects / activities which are
recommended by SC-NEC before the dale of issuance of the guidelines will also be coverad
for financial assistance under (hese guidelines.

Recovery and Reconstruction Measures:

5. The DM Act 2005 empowers the National, State and District Disaster
Manragemenlt Authorities to lake measures for the prevention of disasters, or the mitigation,
or preparedness or capacity bullding or prompt response for dealing with the threatening
disasler situation or disasters and also evacuation, rescue and relief or rehabilitation and
recanstruction

6. While recovery and recanstruction has been defined by international agencies In
multiple ways, however, in the context of these guidelines recovery means “the resloration
or improvement of economic, physical, social, cultural and enviconmental assets, systems
and activities, of a disaster-affected community”, Further, as per Sectlon 2{0) of the DM
Act, 2005, reconstruction is defined as the “construction or resloration of any property aftar
a disaster”.

7 Further, Section 36 (f){iv), Section 39(f)(lil) and Section 41 (1)(d) of DM Act, 2005
assigns responsibilities respectively to the Ministries! Departments of Government of India

and Departments of Stale Governments and Local Authorities o provide assislance for
carrying oul rehabilitation and reconstruction.

Fund Allocation for Recovery and Reconstruction window:

81 QOut of National Disaster Risk Management Fund (NDRMF) 80 percent funds are
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allocaled o NDRF and 20 percent to NDMF. Within the NDRF, there wouid be three sub-
allocations (i) Response and Relie! (40 percent), (1) Recovery and Reconstruction (30
percent) and (i) Preparedness and Capacity Building (10percent). While the funding
windows of NDRF and NDMF are not inter-changeable, there could be tliexbility for re-
allocation within the three sub-windows of NDRF for that financial year subject to the
condition that eanmarked allocation shall not exceed 10 percent of the amount earmarked
for the sub-window.

82 Similary, out of State Disaster Risk Management Fund (SDRMF), 80 percent
funds are allocated to SDRF and 20 percent to SODMF Within the SDRF, there would be
three sub-allocations (i) Response and Reliel (40 percent), (i) Recovery and
Reconstruction (30 percent) and (i) Preparedness and Capacity Building [10percent)
While the funding windows of SDRF and SDMF are not inter-changeable, there could be
flexibility for re-allocation within the three sub-windows of SDRF for that financial year.

Resource Allocation and Earmarking of funds from NDRF | SDRF

9 As recommended by the XV-FC, the agagregate size of the R&R Funding Windows
under NDRF and under SDRF for the award period commencing from 2021-22 to 2025-26
would be Rs. 20,539 Crore and Rs. 48046 crore respectively Further out of the total
allocaton under NDRF, XV FC has allocated Rs 1000 Crore to address the issue of
resetttement of displaced people affected by ercsion at the naticnal level. State-wise
allocaton from R&R Funding Window under SDRF Is al Annexure-l. Tolal approval under
the RER funding window during the XV-FC avard perod shall not exceed the amount
recommended by the XV-FC. as given above,

Calamities covered Tor Recovery and Reconstruction:

10.1 The SDRF shall be used only for meeting the expenditure for recovery &
reconstruction needs of the vicums of cyclone, drought earthquake, fire, flood, tsunami,
halistorm landslide, avalanche cloud bursl, pest altack and frost & cold wave. Natural
calamities of cyclone, drought, earthquake, fire, flood, tsunami, hailstorm, fandslide,
avalanche, cloudburst pest attack. frost & cold waves, and requiring expenditure by a State
Government in excess of the balances available In its own State Disaster Response Fund
(SDRF), will qualify for additional assistance from NDRF, as per the established procadure.
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10.2 Funding for Recavery & Reconsiruction from NDRF is meant (o assist the Stale (o
provide additional funds in those cases of severe disaster, where the expenditure required
Is beyond the coping capacity of the State concemed.

i0.3 The State Govemment is permitted to use 10% fund of the annual allocation
under the R&R Funding Window of the SDRF for recavery and reconstruction measures to
the victims ol natural disasters that they consider 1o be “disasters’ within the local context in
the State and which are nol included in fist of 12 disasters notified in the SORF and NDRF
guidelines, subject to the condition thal the State Government has listed the State specilic
natural disasters and natified clear and transparent norms and guidelines for such disasters
with the approval of the State Authority Le the Stale Executive Commitlee (SEC). Any
amount spent by the State for such disasters over and above the ceiling would be borne
out of its own resources and would be subject (o the same accounting norms.

Scope of Recovery and Reconstruction Funding Window under NDRFISDRF:

111 As per XV-FC recommendations for allocations from NDRF there will be a two-
stage assessment. In the first stage, iImmediately after the disaster a smaller assessment,
largely to ascertain humanitarian and relisf needs is to be done. The second assessment
will be inter-sectoral and more elahorate covering damage, loss and recovery needs
through Post-Disasier Needs Assessment (PDNA) as per the manual on PDNA designed
and developed by the NIDM or any other standard methodology as approved by MHA for
carrying out the assessment following a disaster event,

112 In the aftermath of a severe disaster, the Siate Government will constitute a
multi-sectoral Team for conducting PDNA in consulation with SDMA/ NDMA (il need be)
for detaled assessment of recovery and reconstruction needs, In case the Staie
Governmenl Intend Lo take assistance ol internalional agencies In conducting PDNA, the
SDMA shall take the approval from the Department of Economic Affairs (DEA),
Government of India On this request, the DEA will consult with MHA 1o decide upon the
participation of International agencies In supporting PDNA. State Government shall not
utilize Disaster management funds (SDRF/ NDRF) for taking assistance from International
organizatons

113 The representatives for multi-sectoral team will be constituted from the pool of
resources depending upon the sectoral damage assessment. Constitution of the expern
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group must ensure adequate representation of sector experts.

114 The State Govarnmeant based on the assessment of PONA Report will formulate
the projects { activities for funding from SDRF allocated under the R&R window as per
approval procedure envisaged in this guideline. In case of disaster of severe naiure and
beyond the coping capacity of the State, the State Government will submit the PONA Repaorl
to the MHA for seekng additonal financial assistance from R&R window of NDRF. State
Government shall submit the PDNA Report / Memorandum to the MHA preferably within 3
months from the date of notfication of Disastar/event of disaster. It will be ensured by the
concemed State Government / SDMA that the activities conceved under the proposal Is In
canvergence with ongoing Central ! States schemes. It will also be ensured thal there is no
duplication while seeking assistance from R&R Funding Window '

115 A multi-sectoral team will be constituted by MHA having representatves of the
sectoral Ministries/ Department! Central Agencies This Team may also have
represeniatives ol Inter-Ministerial Central Team (IMCT), which assessad the initial financial
assistance from NDRF for rescue and relief on humanitarian grounds. The Team for its
assessmen: will visit the States for ground assessment and will also take into account the
initial assessment report of the IMCT

116 The report of PDNA and multisectoral team will be shared with NDMA to
give Its recommendations with proper justification of additional requirement of
funds. On the recommendation of NOMA, MHA will assess whether a case for
additional assistance from NDRF Is made out under these guidelines, The
proposals of State Government(s) seeking Additional Central Financial Assistance
under these guldelines, multisectorial team report and the recommendation of
NDMA, before being placed in SC-NEC, will be sent to the administrative
Ministries/Department of the Central Government concerned for their comments
and Inputs to ensure that there is no duplication with the financial assistance
provided under thelr ongoing schemes or under any speclal approval for the sald
calamity.

11.7 For all projects / proposals for which assistance is sought by any State
Government from R&R funding vindow of NDRF, the concerned State Government shal
also share the cost on a graded basis from their budget | e. States’ share will be
10%¢tor assistance upto Rs. 250 Crore;
20% for assistance upta Rs. 500 Crore and
.



25%lor all assistance exceeding Rs. 500 Crore

118 Normative unit costs permissible under equivalent Government of India schemes
will be considered for cost estmation of the eligible items as mentioned in Annexure-Il.
Wherever equivalent Government of India scheme is not available, the corresponding unit
cost of State Scheme may be permitted. In addition, where neither Gol scheme nor State
rates are available, detailed schedule of rates of the State Government may be consicered
Ordinarily for the assistance for recovery and reconstruction under the guidelines, the
normalive unit cost has been arived @ 50% of the unit cost for items / activities envisaged
under such Gal schemes etc Accordingly, the scale and quantum of assistance for recovery
and reconstruction as per ilems and norms in respeclive sectors, is indicated In Annexure Il

11.¢ The assistance for damage will be provided only for lotal damage (mere than
70%) and severe damage (30-70%). For partial damage, assistance from Response and
Relief window may be prowided.

11.10 The recovery and reconstruction activities shall be carrled out on apgroved site
by following the prescribed by-faws inorms of the authority concerned.

11.11 The assistance available for the items for immediate relief as envisaged under the
present SDRF NDRF norms will be continued to ensure immediate restoration of livelihood
and Infrastructure, where ever required. While providing assistance for Recovery &
Reconstruction needs, the assistance already extended under SDRF/NDRF will be
subsumed in order Lo provide sequantial assistance.

11.12 The sector-wise allocation under R&R Funding Window can be sanctioned by the
SEC in case of SDRF and by SC-NEC! HLC, MHA in case of NDRF as per the prescribed
procsdure under these guidelines and sector-wise detalled proposal on Buld Back Berter
(BBB) approach. A list of activites which can be considered under R&R project is given at
Annexure-ll. However, for providing additional assistance from NDRF where the Slate(s)
has faced a disaster of severe nature, a flexible approach In sector-wise activities may be
adopted in items other than those listed in Annexure-ll on case-to-case basis provided that
the iiems ( aclivilies have been assessed by IMCT /PDNA team essentlal and justified and
apprised by NDMA and also recommended by SC-NEC

Exclusions for utilization of R&R Funding Window of NDRF | SDRF
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121 Resources under R&R Funding Window cannot be used towards establishment
expenditures such as salanes, office expendilure, etc. 10 be incurred by the Disaster
Management Authorties or olher eplities. These aclivities o be supporied from State
Government Budget.

12.2 Rescurces under R&R Funding Window shall not be usad for crealing the routine
and regular works of State Governments /NDMA ( SDMAs/ District Disaster Management
Authorities (DDMAS).

123 R&R Funding Window shall not be used as a source of funding for existng
Government programmas / ongoing schemes etc. which are under Implemeantation.

12.4 R&ER Funding Window musl have a predominant focus on reconstruction of
damagecd critical and important social infrastructure and should not be used for cost of any
land parcel, any new bulding Infrastructure, general environmenial Improvemsant,
plantations, afforestation or landscape heautification etc without a clear, logical and direc!

linkage to hazards

125 All recovery and recenstruction activities would need 1o be underaken and
completed within the time-frame as specihied In the approved proposal, Cost and time-frame
for such proposals should ideally nol be revised barring, some exceptional ciicumstances
Any cost escalation vall have to bé borne by the State Governmenl. The liablities commitied
from R&R window will be il the financial year 2025-26, the periad of the XV-FC
recommendation

Implementation of Guidelines

13 NDMA will advise the SDMAS In the projects ‘aunched /being implemented under the
R&R Funding Window including prescribing specific format for seeking Information /project
proposals elc. In addition,

* The SDMA will be the nodal entity to implement recovery and reconstruction
measures Based on the outcomes of PDNA, the SDMA will be responsible for
developing recavery and reconstruction plan, determining recovery framewviork,
institutional structure, recovery strategy and policies along with the timeline,

e The SDMA will detall out the Institutonal amangements and roles and
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respensibilities of various stakeholders., The SDMA may constitite a Program
Management Unit to manage the overall recaovery program which will be funded
from the budget of the State Government and not from SDRF/ NORF

* The SDMA may seek technical assistance from NDMA/ NIDM or other technical
institutions for bullding capacilies of State Government Officials, Distact Officials,
Line departments and grassroot functionanies to ensure effectiveness of recovery
intervertions

e Projects 1o be undenaken from NDRF / SORF must have verfiable and tangibie/
measurable outcomes

o NDMA will constitute a Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) headed by a Member
of NDMA with representatives from the linpe Departments, Stale Government
concermned and subject matter experts for technical advice on recovery and
reconstiuction plan,

* The expendiure of the TAC, if any, vAll be funded through the regular budget of
NDMA and not from the R&R funding window

Administrative Mechanism for processing of funding proposals Under SDRF: -

14. State Governmenis, will carry out a FDNA and prepare their respective
recovery and reconstruction pian. The PDNA findings and recovery and reconsiruction plan
will be forwarded 10 SDMA for appraisal and approval. If needed, Siate Govemment may
take technical assistance from NDMA & NIDM

15. SDMA will constitute a committee to be headed by a Member of SDMA |/ Head
of Depariment (HOD) with members from line Departments of the State Government and
the State agencies / entitled for appraisal [ evaluation of the proposals { projects under
R&R Funding Window of SDRF / NDRF

16, The recommendations of the committee shall be placed before the SEC for
consideration and tha procedure in place for incurring expenditure from SDRF shall
continue 10 apply mutatis-mutandis for R&R Funding Window of SDRF/NDRF Including all
modalites.

17 SEC constituted hy the State Govarnment undear the provisions of the DM Act,
2005, shall decde on all matters connecled with the administation of R&R Funding
Window of SDRF The State Government will certify that funds released from R&R window
of NDRF! SDRF are utilized for the purpose they have been refeased and also monitor the
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complance to the guldelines of R&R. The State Govt shall ensure that amount (s not
diverted (o Inadmissible project actvities expenditure. The State Govl. has (o ensure that
expenditure is only on approved projects activities.

Under NDRF: -

18. Projects! proposals! PONA report submitted by the State Government for
funding under R&R Funding Window of NDRF shoulid have approval of the State Exacutive
Committee (SEC).

18. The proposal of the State Government will be examined (0 assess the likely
requirement of funds. If the preliminary examination reveals that there are adequate funds
in SDRF with the State for recovery and reconstruction as per norms, the State would be
advised accordingly.

20. The Assessment Reporl of the Central Team along with comments of NDMA
and Cenlral Ministries! Depariment shall be placed by MHA before the Sub-Commitlee ol
the National Executve Committee (SC-MNEC) for consideration. Proposals, with the
recammendations of SC-NEC, will be placed before High Level Committee (HLC). The
HLC will approve the proposals for undertaking recavery and reconstruction actvities

20 (a). As the first charge for providing assistance during a disaster should be on
SDRF, the relzase of additional assistance from NDRF will be subject to an adjustment of
50% of the balance available in the R&ER window of SDRF as of 1st April of the financial
year after the adjustment of committed liabilities of project approved under R&R window
From the date of Issue of these guidelines the State Government will maintain recelpts,
expenditure and balance availabie in the RER window in the prescribed format envisaged
in the SDRF guidelines.

Release of funds:

21 Upon the approval of HLC. Department of Expenditure, Ministry of Finance will
refease assistance from R&R Funding Window of NDRF 10 the Staté Government
concerned based on the recommendations of the MHA, Procedure as 0 vogue in the State
for the release of funds under NDRF shall apply for R&R Funding Window.

22 Upon sanctioned by SEC. funds will be released o the States from R&R
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Funding Window under SDRF. Procedure as in vogue In the Stale lor the release of lunds
under SDRF shall apply for R&R Funding Window,

23. In case, In the State Govemnments” projects, if the unit cost of component
exceeds the amount presenbed as per the correspanding normative unit costs permissible
under equivalent Government of India's schemes / State Governmentl's concerned
Schemes, the excess expenditure will be borne from the budget of the Statle Government
and not be charged to SORF or NDRF.

24, Alter the proect Is appraved by HLC in case of NDRF, the funds will be
released In threg installiments of 30%, 40% and 30% of the approved amount subject (o
utilization of 75% of the previously released amount. The disbursement of funds would be
linked to the deliverables and Ulilization Cerlificates. The unspent balance in lhe R& R
Funding Window under SDRF account as at the end of a financial year shall be the
opening balance of said account of the successive financial year. The Central Government
will communicate the modalities for handiing any balances available at the end ol financial
year 2025-26 In R&R Funding Window under SDRF of the State

Supervision of Projects:

25. NOMA | SDMAs need lo evaluaie recovery and re-construction activities,
prepare plans for the deficiencies cbserved either in recovery or re-construction. Such
plans need 1o specilty measures for hazard resilience infrastructure for future hazards,

26, NDMA / SDMAs shall supervise and monitor the implementation of the R&R
projects and in this process can seek progress / performance reports from the
Implementing Partners. NDMA shall submit progress report to MHA.  In case of any
shortfall In the progress of the R&R project, NDMA may lake special measures, If required,
for smooth and timely implementation of the project.

27 SDMAs shall assist and provide technical advice to the State Government / Line
Ministries / Departments from conceptualization to completion of the R&R proposals under
SORF.

All the project-related
processes would be digitized NDMA will maintain a national portal of all the recovery and
reconstruction projects thal have been implemented through the NDRF / SDRF, This portal
will contain a specific component for recovery and reconstruction Including the details
relating o loss & damage, recovery assistance, project components, expendilure, reviews,
evaluation and outcome. MHA/ NDMA will also monitor the database by holding periodic
review.

Release, Accounting, Auditing and other procedures
32 Save as otherwise provided under this Guidelines, the detailed funding pattern,

release of funds, Investment of funds, accounting & auditing procedures, progress
monitofing, savings and cost of maintenance / implementation etc. in respect of the
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projects initiated under R&R Funding Window would be same, as envisaged in the primary
guidelines Issued by MHA on NDRF/ SDRF for such purpose vide MHA'S OM No.33-
03/2021-NDM-| dated 12.01.2022. The composition of HLC and SC-NEC will also be same
as envisaged In the primary guidelines issued by MHA for NDRF / SDRF.

Interpretation and Amendment
33. In case of any difficulty in interpretation of any of these guidelines, the matter
shall be referred to the Ministry of Home Affairs, whose decision in consultation with

Department of Expenditure shall be final, Any amendment in this guideline will be issued by
MHA in censultation with Department of Expenditure, Ministry of Finance.

5) The amount for financial assistance provided for recovery and reconstruction will also be subject to adjustment of
assistance given for the particular time at the time of relief.
